IFPA Award in Placentology

INTERNATIONAL FEDERATION OF PLACENTA ASSOCIATIONS

Terms of Reference

General

1. The "IFPA Award in Placentology" acknowledges outstanding contributions to the field of placentology in all its
aspects, including the relationship with fetus and mother.

2. Nominees should be within 15 years of receiving their doctoral or senior degree. In exceptional cases the award can
be splitin half and given to two investigators

3. Candidates may be proposed by established senior scientists, who are not potential candidates.

4. The "IFPA Award" will be presented every one to two years at an IFPA-designated meeting. If the IFPA Award
Committee cannot find a suitable candidate, the IFPA Award will not be given.

5. The IFPA Award consists of travel and conference expenses up to US$2000.

6.  The awardee will be invited to present a lecture during a plenary session of the same IFPA-designated meeting. The
lecture will be published in "Trophoblast Research" following normal peer review procedures.

7. The awardee must be present at the IFPA-designated meeting to receive the award.
8. Prior Dr Gabor Than Award recipients are not eligible for the IFPA Award until five years have elapsed.
9. Anindividual may receive the Award only once.

IFPA Award Committee

1. The IFPA Award Committee consists of eight senior members. Nominations for membership from each of the
regional Associations (two from each group) will be solicited by the Secretary. The chair of the Award committee
will be designated by the president of IFPA. The IFPA Award Committee term of appointment shall be 4 years.

2. The IFPA Award Committee Chairman is responsible for all organisational aspects, including public announcement
of the call for nominations and setting the deadline for their receipt.

3. The IFPA Award Committee is free to establish its own procedural rules. Votes are taken by simple majority.
However, it must be assured that the procedures for selecting the awardee are fair, unbiased and appropriate to
select the candidate with the highest scientific merits. . Committee members may nominate but cannot vote for a
current collaborator, former student, post doctoral fellow or co-author, where the association has been within in the
last five years. In the event of a tied vote, the Chairman may choose to split the award or cast the deciding vote.

4, Standing nominations, with automatic inclusion of unsuccessful candidates in the following round of selection, are
not permitted.

5. The Chairman of the IFPA Award Committee is to inform the awardee, the President and Treasurer of IFPA, the
Editors of Placenta and Trophoblast Research and the organizers of the IFPA-designated meeting of the
Committee's decision.

Procedural Notes

1. A call for nominations for the Award should be submitted to the Blue Pages not later than 30t October A call for
nominations for the Award should be submitted to the Blue Pages not later than 30t October of the year preceeding
the year in which the award will be presented.

2. Selection of the award recipient should be completed 1 month before the abstract deadline for the meeting where
the Award is to be presented to allow contact and solicitation of an abstract and confirmation of meeting attendance.
