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General 

1. The Trophoblast Research Award acknowledges the best poster presentation by a new investigator in the field of 
placentology in all its aspects, including the relationship with fetus and mother. 

2. Nominees should be a new investigator, who is defined as a PhD graduate student, post-doctoral fellow, or new 
investigator within 3 years of receiving their doctoral or senior degree.  

3. The meeting organizer in consultation with IFPA Awards Committee or its Chair will designate a Chair who will form 
a subcommittee to select the winning candidate under the subcommittee Chair’s direction.  

4. The winner will be selected at the time of the IFPA-designated meeting from among all qualifying new investigators 
who have been chosen to present their posters by the meeting organizing committee.   

5.  The Trophoblast Research Award will be presented every year at the annual IFPA-designated meeting. 

6. The Trophoblast Research Award consists of an award of $1500 US, an invitation to present their work at the 
following year’s IFPA-designated meeting, and free registration and accommodation at the following year’s meeting. 
The winner will also receive free access to Elsevier ScienceDirect for one year. 

7. The awardee must be present at the IFPA-designated meeting to receive the award. 

8. An individual may receive the Award only once. 

IFPA Award Committee 

1. The IFPA Award Committee consists of eight senior members.  Nominations for membership from each of the 
regional Associations (two from each group) will be solicited by the Secretary.   The Chair of the Award committee 
will be designated by the President of IFPA. The IFPA Award Committee term of appointment shall be 4 years. 

2. The IFPA Award Committee Chairman is responsible for all organisational aspects, including public announcement 
of the call for nominations and setting the deadline for their receipt. 

3. The objective of consultation between the IFPA Award Committee Chair and the meeting organizer in selecting a 
Trophoblast Research Award Chair is to ensure that there is consistent terminology, terms of reference, award 
certificate format, and placement and recognition of the award on the meeting program at different IFPA-designated 
meetings.   

4. Subcommittee members should not be in conflict of interest with the candidates. Committee members cannot vote 
for a current collaborator, former or current student, post doctoral fellow, or co-author, where the association has 
been within in the last five years. 

Support of Trophoblast Research Award and Procedural Notes 

1. The Award is supported equally by IFPA or contributing sponsors of IFPA, and Elsevier. 

2. The IFPA-designated meeting at which the winner will present their work (the year following the selection date) has 
an obligation to provide free accommodation and to waive registration fees for the winner. 
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3. The IFPA-designated meeting organizers will select candidates accepted to present their posters at the meeting, 
and who meet the qualifications of being a new investigator.  The winner of the award will be selected from among 
this final group of poster presentors by the Trophoblast Research Award subcommittee. 

4. The Chair of the Trophoblast Research Award subcommittee will inform the IFPA Award Committee Chair, and the 
Secretary of IFPA, of the name of the winner.
